Childhood Illness Exclusion Policy 
In consultation with medical practitioners these periods of exclusion have been set.  To ensure that both practitioners and children within the nursery are not placed at unnecessary risk from infection.  Minimum Periods of Exclusion from Nursery are as follows:

	Illness/Disease
	Minimal Exclusion Period

	Any illness that requires regular doses of   paracetamol/ibruprofen to reduce temperature
	Until temperature returns to normal without continual medication. If Covid19 related then according to the latest isolation procedure in the Government Guidance. 

	Any illness with Antibiotics prescribed
	24 hours – unless stated differently below and/or at the discretion of the Nursery Manager

	Chicken Pox
	At least 5 days from onset of rash and until ALL spots are scabbed over and crusted.

	Conjunctivitis
	Must seek treatment. No exclusion period

	Covid Symptoms: Temperature, Cough, loss of taste/smell
	Negative result required and must be symptom free for 48 hours.

Positive result – they can return to nursery after 10 Days and they feel well enough. They have not had a fever for at least 48 hours. No other family members are isolating for Covid reasons

	Covid19 
	Until well and required isolation adhered too. Follow latest Government Guidance.

	Diarrhoea and/or vomiting
	48 Hours from last episode/2 clear nappies

	Gastro-enteritis, food poisoning, salmonellosis & dysentery
	Until authorised by District Community Physician (DCP)

	German Measles (Rubella)
	5 days from onset of rash

	Hand foot & mouth
	None (if a large number of children are affected, exclusion may be

considered in some circumstances, to control the infection 3-5 days)

	Impetigo & other skin infections
	Until at least 48 hours from start of antibiotic treatment or until lesions are crusted and healed

	Infective Hepatitis
	7 days from onset of Jaundice

	Measles
	5 days from onset of rash

	Meningococcal Infection (meningitis)
	Until certified well

	Mumps
	Until the swelling has subsided and in no case less than 5 days from onset of illness

	Plantar Warts
	No exclusion, should be treated & covered

	Poliomyelitis
	Until declared free from infection by DCP

	Ring worm of the body / Scabies
	Until treatment commences

	Scarlet Fever & Streptococcal infection of the throat
	24 hours after commencing antibiotics

	Shingles
	Only if rash is weeping and cannot be covered

	Slapped cheek
	None

	Teething
	No exclusion necessary unless unwell and not fit to return to nursery and/or requires continuous doses of Paracetamol to maintain a stable temperature.

	Temperature
	Must have a Covid Test and only return in line with Government Guidance at time of testing

	Tuberculosis
	Until declared free from infection by DCP

	Typhoid Fever
	Until declared free from infection by DCP

	Whooping Cough
	5 days from commencing antibiotic treatment or 21 days from onset of illness if no antibiotic treatment.


If parents seek medical advice for any other illness please inform the Health Professional that your child attends nursery and seek their advice before your child re-attends.

We have taken guidance from the Health Protection Agency Guidelines on Infection Control in schools and other childcare settings, also Government Guidance relating to Covid19, Public Health England and the NHS
Health and Illness Procedure

It is the policy of the company to encourage and promote good health and hygiene for all the children in our care.  This includes monitoring the children for signs and symptoms of communicable diseases such as Covid19, chickenpox, measles, mumps, rubella, meningitis, diarrhoea, vomiting and fevers of 101F/38C or over.

With the welfare of the sick child in mind and in the interest of the other children in the setting, if in the opinion of a senior practitioner a child is ill, then the parent/carer will be contacted and requested to collect the sick child as soon as possible. 

The Person in Charge must be convinced that the child has returned to good health before readmitting him/her and will refer to our Illness Exclusion Policy for guidelines if necessary.  All parents are given a copy of this policy when registering their child at the setting.
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
